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Overview

East Asia is in the midst of extraordinary changes characterized by
unprecedented levels of population mobility, the emergence of new
modes of knowledge-based production, and new projects of identity-
making. The project on globalising universities and international student
mobilities in East Asia intends to capture two critical facets: the
restructuring of tertiary education industry in East Asia as a critical
infrastructure of a competitive economy, and the student migratory
flows into these reformed institutions.
