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Abstract

This paper is an attempt to describe the peripheral conjunction “lest” found in present-day
English from a lexico-grammatical point of view as adopted in Sinclair (1991) and others. This
conjunction has not been satisfactorily described in currently available grammar and usage books,
with the notable exception of Peters (2004). Huge-sized English corpora are used to create several
lists of frequently occurring word sequences (ngrams) which contain this conjunction. Some
hitherto not thoroughly uncovered phraseological units of this conjunction are presented. In
addition, the important role played by the verb “forget” (with a comma immediately following the
verb) for the units are pointed out. These units are found to be not limited to “formal written style.”
We also discuss, in more general terms, the importance of the lexico-grammatical point of view in

improving the descriptions currently found in pedagogical grammars.

In the US, lest has been in continuous standard use through to the present day. In the UK
it was on the stylistic margins in mid-C20, as shown by parallel databases of the 1960s,
where it was five times more common in American than British English. It probably was
“formal or archaic” then, as the Comprehensive Grammar (1985) declared. But BNC data
from the 1990s shows a sea change in the UK, with hundreds of examples of lest from a
variety of written texts. So its stylistic status in British and American English is much the
same at the start of C21.
