Article written in Japanese: attach a summary of approximately 250 words in English

Article written in English : attach a summary of approximately 500 letters in Japanese.

- Number of characters and lines: characters per line: 35, pitch: 10.5p
lines per page: 31, pitch: 18pt
+ Margins : 30mm-25mm-25mm-25mm (top-bottom-left-right)
« Gutter position (Binding width): left, mirror margins
- Header and footer : header: 15mm, footer: 17.5mm
-Odd/Even page setting

-Separate setting for the first page

8. Header

- Section start : page 2 and after (no header on the first page)

+ Two line breaks (start to write from the third line)

- Fontsize : 8

- Even page header : align left and enter “[ERSRIRim4ES 5, Month Year”

+ Odd page header : align right and enter “Article title (Surname)”
(e.g. JAPAN'S DIPLOMATIC DILEMMA TOWARD NORH KOREA (RITSUMEI))

- Font size: : 8 skHanging indent is advised for better look.
