The general theme of this dissertation is to provide some insight to the
debate of understanding and enhancing of community-based development in
island societies. It identifies the sustainable development of Puerto Princesa
City and describes its sustainable development story by using case studies
from theoretical, empirical and methodological aspects.

This research introduces the community-based sustainable-tourism in
association with mangrove forest case studies in Puerto Princesa City, and
discusses community-based forest management practices conducted in the
City and describes the status of Puerto Princesa forests.

It also introduces case studies in relation to livelihood and
capacity-development programs conducting in Puerto Princesa and describes
the story and the strategy of creating a sustainably developing city and
becoming a carbon-neutral city.

This research contributes academically to the limited literature on
community-based development in island societies by identifying, examining
and describing various stakeholders and their connection in its context as case
studies.
