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The Ritsumeikan Trust traces its beginning to 1869, when a private academy "Ritsumeikan" was
opened with the founding spirit of "liberalism and vivacity." The academy was re-established as a
law school in 1900, and developed into the present-day Ritsumeikan University with its educational
principles of "peace and democracy." The University is comprised of eight colleges and eight
graduate schools on two campuses: Kinugasa Campus in Kyoto City and Biwako-Kusatsu Campus
in Kusatsu City, Shiga Prefecture. Ritsumeikan also houses fifteen research institutes for a total
enrollment of approximately 30,000 full-time post-secondary students. In
addition, the Kyoto Museum for World Peace, two high schools in Kyoto,
one high school in Hokkaido and a junior high school are all part of the
Ritsumeikan Trust. To date, there are about 200,000 alumni of the Ritsumeikan University throughout Japan.
